Welcome to the CCI Teacher Resources for the 7328 IC3 Spark courseware!
This guide explains how to use the learning tools included for the course. These tools provide resources for teaching the IC3 Spark objectives using the CCI courseware, and can easily be blended with your own teaching resources.
The target audience is a third grade student who needs to operate computers or other computing devices at a basic level for school and/or personal life.
Once extracted, the CCI IC3 Spark Teacher Resources tools include:
A set of raw student data files for use at the beginning of an exercise.
A set of completed teacher data files which show how each file should appear after the exercise steps have been performed correctly. You can compare these files to those that students produce as completed work.
The answers to the Review Questions which appear at the end of every lesson.
The answers to the Try-It exercises for Lesson 3.
A set of Lesson Plans with tips and hints for teaching each lesson.
A set of Slide Shows that can be used to project the learning objectives and salient points for each lesson.
The following shows the file structure that is created when the teacher resources file has been downloaded from www.ccilearning.com/data and extracted. You may extract to a folder of your choice (we recommend that you use the Desktop):
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Student Data Files
For each lesson that includes one or more hands-on exercises, you will find a folder that contains the student files which are used as a starting point for the exercises.

The exercise files reside within the folders. For example, the following figure shows the files within the Word Processing folder:

We recommend that these files be made available to all students on their individual computers for quick access. You may also want to copy these files to a shared network drive in case you need to replace a raw file at any time for any of the lessons.


Teacher Data Files
These are exercise files saved at various stages of completion. They show how the data file should appear after the exercise steps have been performed successfully. We suggest you use these files as reference points; compare the files that students produce to these to see how successful each student has been in performing the exercise. 
In many of the lessons, one student data file is continually updated through a series of exercises; if a student could not successfully complete a given exercise, you may elect to use the “completed” file for the exercise as a starting file for the next exercise.
Please note that the folder shows “Teacher Files” as part of its name; its structure is similar to that provided for the students:

[bookmark: _GoBack]A sample listing of Teacher Files for the Word Processing folder is shown here:

A file that ends with “- Student” is a completed file that has undergone all the steps from the beginning of an exercise to the end of the exercise. Use this file as a reference for evaluating completed work that students produce. 
A file that ends with “- Completed” is a partially completed file that has undergone the steps required to apply a specific skill, but is not representative of a fully completed “end product” file.
We recommend that these files not be made public to the class if the exercises are assigned as homework or designated for marking. However, a printed copy could be made available as a reference tool for students.
Answers to Review Questions
This file contains the answers for each set of Review Questions that appears at the end of every lesson. Both the question and the answer are available for quick reference. The answers for all lessons appear in one file.
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Suggestions on how to review concepts with students:
Many teachers like to go through the Review Questions as a classroom discussion. This gives students a chance to show their comprehension of what they just learned, and it provides you with another gauge on which students may be struggling with the concepts.
You might also elect to assign these as homework or as quizzes. You can choose to have the answers available for self-marking, or add this to your list of marks for students in the course.
Answers to Lesson 3 Try-It Exercises
The exercises in Lesson 3 are pen-and-paper exercises. These are the answers.

Suggestions on how to use these exercises:

You might also elect to assign these as homework, or to make the answers available for self-marking.
